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Summary:

The report herewith presents the grand total collections for the Food Crisis Victims in Niger for the period of 16 August to 30 September 2005, which amounted to $22,082.84 inclusive of direct deposits donations, transfers to the UN Relief Committee for Niger account and dividends earnings.

The collections are to benefit the victims of the food crisis in Niger and to provide, within means, relief assistance. Considering the size of the collection, we advise the funds be utilized strategically, that is to be directed where the need and long-term effectiveness are greater. In this light, we have identified Plan International, one of the world’s largest development organizations working at grass-roots levels to improve children lives in 45 countries with commending presence and activities in Niger, as the recipient to our collection funds.

Transfers and dividend earnings explain the variance between the total amount of deposits and the total collection balance.

III. 
Mandate and objective 

1.
The mandate of the United Nations Staff Relief Committee for Niger was established by the United Nations Staff Union in its approval memorandum of 14 August 2005. 

2.
The Committee had been mandated to start collection contributions starting Monday, 8 August 2005. On that day, tables were set up outside of the main cafeterias for two weeks until 19 August. Floor-by-floor collections were conducted on the 8th, 16th and 31st of August 2005. An account was established by the Co- Treasurers at the United Nations Federal Credit Union, where staff could make deposits until mid-October.
3.
The objective of the United Nations Staff Relief Committee for Niger is fundamentally rooted in that of the overall objective of the United Nations to provide assistance to countries and people in need. Within the mandate period, the Committee was to contribute in raising awareness, collect funds and promote relevant UN efforts pertaining to the Niger food crisis issues.

The expected results were to have successful collection events and raise the most funds possible which would lead to the fulfillment of our above-mentioned objective. 


Objective direction and collection operations

5.
The overall objective direction and collection operations were provided after consensus by official members of the Committee.
IV.
Collection funds recipient 

In the agenda of the last meeting, with most of the official members in attendance, the Committee addressed the issue of funds allocation and potential recipients. Following the extensive review and discussions of various points of views and issues, the Committee unanimously voted to donate the collection funds to Plan International. This decision and the consensus achieved came about after consideration of the following four (4) points:

1.
The organization’s background

2.
The organization’s mission statement

3.
The organization’s strength and activities in Niger


4.
The organization’s Accountability
The Committee, however, emphasizes the need for the collection funds to be allocated efficiently. With this in context, an understanding was reached that an organization with credible activities in Niger and aim concurrent with that of the Committee along with a mechanism or a system that would allow measuring and qualifying the assistance of the Committee should be identified as deserving recipient. In this, Plan came to be identified, an organization with a history dating back to 1937 and a vision of the world in which all children realize their full potential in societies which respect people’s rights and dignity. Working with children for more than 60 years, Plan has stood for the rights of children, and helped millions of children to have the opportunity to contribute to their societies in a positive way. As to accountability, the organization fund is raised in 15 countries around the world with child sponsorship accounting for most of its funds, in addition to funding from trusts, foundations, companies and governments. In general, Plan spends about 80% of its funds from donors on planning and programs implementation, the remaining 20% on costs and fundraising. The work of the organization revolved around five key areas: growing up healthy, learning, habitat, livelihood and building relationships.
Further to its decision, the Committee assumes full responsibility of the consequences.
